J Inside the pole, align the holes of the pole mounting (PM) ROUND SIDE
bracket with the drilled holes of the pole. Use drill
template provided. ROUND POLE  SQUARE POLE

. Install a 3/8-16 bolt (provided) through the top hole in pole

and thread into the pole mounting bracket.
- Don't tighten until after mounting fixture arm. KEYHOLE

o Mount RP adapter (if applicable) and the fixture arm onto
the bolt in pole using the top keyhole slot.

J Loosen (2) captive 10-24 screws in fixture arm and rotate
open the access door.

. Secure the fixture using the other 3/8-16 bolt and torque
both bolts to 30-35 ft-lbs.

J Use wire nuts (not supplied) to connect fixture wires
to supply wires and tuck inside pole or inside access
arm area.

. Strain relief supply wires to prevent pull on wire
connections.

J Secure access door with original (2) captive 10-24
screws and torque to 28-32 in-Ibs.

- Careful not to pinch wires.

INSTRUCTIONS: HORIZONTAL TENON

] Horizontal tenon arm designed to accept a 2" schedule 40 pipe
(2-3/8" OD) but able to secure to smaller outside diameter pipe
(1-5/8" minimum).

] Loosen (2) 3/8-16 bolts provided at pipe clamp bracket in order to
mount fixture with horizontal tenon arm over the pole tenon.

] Slip fixture onto pole tenon until it stops against the internal

keyhole wall.
- Be careful not to pinch wires.
] Ensure fixture is aimed down or in the desired position and
tighten the (2) 3/8-16 bolts with 30-35 ft-lbs of torque.
. Loosen the captive 8-32 retaining screw and swing open access
door.
] Use wire nuts (not supplied) to connect fixture wires to supply

wires and tuck inside pole/tenon or inside access arm area.
- Terminal block option: Route supply wires to terminal
block in access arm area and make connections.
] Strain relief supply wires to prevent pull on wire connections.
] Secure access door with captive screw and torque to 18-22 in-Ibs.
o Turn on power.

. Loosen all (6) 5/16-18 hex head bolts on the bottom adapter. ADJUSTMENT
. Prior to installing fixture on the pole/tenon, use wire nuts (not I MARKS

supplied) to connect fixture wires to supply wires and tuck e
inside the pole/tenon.

. Slip fixture onto the pole/tenon until it stops against internal
wall of adapter.

- Be careful not to pinch wires.

. Ensure fixture is aimed in the desired direction and then secure
the (6) 5/16-18 bolts with 11-15 ft-lbs of torque.

. To adjust the angle of the fixture, loosen the captive 6-32
screw and remove the access door. Then loosen the center
3/8-16 bolt enough to disengage the teeth of the adapters.

. Rotate the fixture housing to the desired angle and retighten
the 3/8-16 bolt with 30-35 ft-Ibs of torque.

- Note angular adjustment marks on knuckle castings and
set future fixtures at the same angle if desired.

. Re-attach access door with captive 6-32 screw and torque to
8-12 in-lbs. Be careful not to pinch wires.

. Turn on power.

. Use template to mark and drill for (4) 1/4" hardware suited METAL PLATE
for mounting surface. Ensure template is level.
. Feed supply wires from wall through center opening in wall

bracket. Face gasket on bracket towards the wall.

. Secure wall bracket to the wall using (4) 1/4" hardware (not
supplied). Tabs on bracket must be on top as shown.

. Apply RTV or silicone to seal along top and side edges of WALL BRACKET
the bracket and the wall. Do NOT seal along bottom edge.

J Position supply wires to the left or right of the bracket.

o Do not fully loosen the (2) 1/4-20 screws. Keep threads
protruding through casting as shown.

. Mount fixture by sliding it over the (4) tabs of the wall bracket.
Metal plate inside the wall pack housing will catch on tabs.

- Make sure fixture is secure before proceeding.

. Allow the (2) 1/4-20 screws to rest on the wall bracket with
the fixture slightly tilted away from the wall.

. Use wire nuts (not supplied) to connect fixture wires to supply
wires and tuck inside wall pack housing.

o Now back out the (2) 1/4-20 screws until they clear the wall
bracket and position fixture parallel to the wall.

- Careful not to pinch wires.

. Fasten fixture to wall bracket with (2) 1/4-20 screws and
torque to 15 in-lbs.

. Turn on power.
