e RISK OF FIRE For indoor use only. Most dwellings built pre-1985 use supply wire rated at 60°C. Consult a
qualified electrician before installation.

e To reduce the risk of fire and shock, use only luminaires intended for use with Solais J-type, 120 V track systems.

e Solais J-type track and accompanying components are rated for 120V, 20 A capacity. (2400 W max at 120 V)

e Do not exceed the nominal supply voltage or amperage rating.

e Always switch off main supply before installing or servicing.

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS

e Aluminum track and plastic insulator must be the same length.

e After cutting track to desired length, all copper conductors should be cut %"
from each end to prevent arcing and allow couplings and power feeds to be
inserted completely. (Figure 1)

e Continue with installation instructions below once the cuts are complete.

POLARITY ALIGNMENT

e Track polarity is indicated by a grooved polarity line that runs the entire length of the track. (Figure 2)

e  WARNING! Track must be joined together maintaining polarity through the run

connection and arcing.

(Figure 2)
e Insert couplings and track feeds fully into track housing maintaining polarity
connections. Tighten set screw at each coupling/feed point.

e Open lever(s) and insert the fixture into the track with the lever(s) opposite the live line on the track. (Figure 3)
e Push the fixture into the track so that the clips secure to the track. (Figure 4)
e Turn the lever(s) counterclockwise to lock the fixture into the track. (Figure 5)
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
